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Green Public Procurement (GPP)

“a process whereby public authorities seek to procure goods,
services and works with a reduced environmental impact
throughout their life cycle when compared to goods, services and

works with the same primary function that would otherwise be
procured”

Government expenditures on works, goods and services per year = 14% of EU GDP

Life Cycle Assessment (LCA)

process of evaluating the effects that a product has on the environment over the entire period

of its life thereby increasing resource-use efficiency and decreasing liabilities

— identify and quantify the environmental loads involved

(e.g. the energy and raw materials consumed, the emissions and wastes generated)

— evaluate the potential environmental impacts of these loads

— assess the options available for reducing these environmental impacts

cradle-to-grave
analysis

Life Cycle Costing (LCC)

methodology that express as monetary value both economic and environmental costs generated
throughout a product life cycle (e.g. greenhouse gas emissions).
Criteria must be objectively verifiable, non-discriminatory, accessible to all parties.
